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It is the policy of the District Board of Trustees that the Director of College Facilities will establish procedures for the maintenance of the plant and grounds, assuring safety and satisfactory levels of sanitation.

A.
General:  All Florida Gateway College employees have a responsibility to assure a safe, clean, and well maintained facility.


B.
All established rules contained in the Safety Manual shall be followed.


C.
All established plans contained in the Emergency Response Manual shall be followed.


D.
Fire, sanitation, and casualty safety inspections will be made as required by F.S. 1013.12, and Section 5.5 (k) of the State Requirements for Educational Facilities (SREF).


E.
Existing facilities shall be maintained as required by Section 5.5 of the SREF.
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
